Significant Event Analysis
Overview
Thank you for agreeing to take part in this trial to develop a marking schedule for the assessment of significant event analysis. We hope that you will find the feedback that you receive both interesting and helpful.

Significant event analysis is a reflective technique providing a system of case based audit to offer learning and risk analysis. It offers a structure for individuals and/or teams to reflect on positive and negative events and develop change(s) where necessary. The purpose is to improve quality of patient care and safety.
Instructions for use
We ask you to complete written work on two such events. Each event should be documented under the following four headings:

· What happened?

· Why did it happen?

· What have you changed?

· What have you learned?

We recommend that each event is reflected upon and discussed among all stakeholders in the process prior to completion. 

Each of your two significant events will undergo marking using a seven point rating scale. This will be carried out by trained assessment markers appointed from your deanery. 

You will be given feedback on the marking of your significant events using this new seven point scale. All information will be fully confidential and results only given to yourself and trainer.  Your data will also be anonymised and collated with data from other registrars for the purpose of reliability testing.

We hope that you will discuss the feedback of your significant events with your trainer and take time to reflect on it.
As this is a pilot project the results of the SEA will NOT contribute to the GPR end of year assessment.
