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Re-start

Any student who wishes to return to study after a period out of the University of more than two years. This will apply even if it is the same programme/ route. The previous record cannot be reactivated because of the lapse of time. (NB a longer period may be permitted in some cases, depending on the length of time credit remains valid for progression purposes).  The Receiving School must be satisfied credit is current and valid for agreed degree programme.  No new UCAS application is required.
Procedure
Receiving School meets with student and agrees a place is available within funded numbers.  Progression with credit and year of entry is agreed.  Form is completed and signed by School official.  Form is passed to ASRS.

ASRS signs form and creates application record for advanced entry into agreed year. Form is passed to Registry.
Registry reviews previous record and informs ASRS ATR process can take place.  Record is ATRd,  APL/APEL credits are added and appropriate module diet and fees are generated.  In due course a matriculation schedule is produced and forwarded to the Receiving School.
