All continuing students are asked to note the following:

TUITION FEE APPLICATION PROCEDURE 2011/12
Tuition fees for eligible Scottish domiciled and EU students (i.e. not domiciled in England, Wales & Northern Ireland) will be paid by the Student Awards Agency for Scotland (SAAS).

All such students MUST apply to SAAS in order to have their fees paid. Please ensure you have applied before 30 June 2011 to enable SAAS to process funding in time. If you do not apply in time you will become liable to pay the tuition fees of:
£1285 for those who commenced studies in 2005/6 or before, 

£1820 for those who commenced studies in 2006/7 and later (Medicine £2895).

REPEAT PERIOD STUDENTS

Students repeating a year in order to progress or to complete their degree should note that they may not be eligible for support by SAAS or SLC.  You should contact your funding body as soon as possible with any evidence of mitigating circumstances. It is important to note that any student not funded for a repeat period of study will be regarded by the University as SELF-FUNDING for that period.
If you are spending a full academic year studying abroad as a mandatory or optional part of your degree programme or working on industrial placement you will be charged a reduced tuition fee of £910 (or £640 if commenced study prior to 2006/7).  This applies to both Home/EU and Overseas Students.  Students from Scotland and the EU should apply in the normal way to SAAS for payment of their tuition fees.  Students from the rest of the UK should apply in the normal way to their funding body for a tuition fee loan.
 
If you are studying abroad for just part of the year, you will be charged the relevant full-year Home/EU tuition fee.

SELF-FUNDING STUDENTS (EU/UK)

You will be regarded as a self-funding student if you have NOT APPLIED or are NOT ELIGIBLE to apply for funding from the award bodies referred to above.

PLEASE NOTE: if you are self-funding you will be liable to pay fees on re-matriculation. Fees can be paid in full prior to matriculation or by equal monthly instalments.
SELF-FUNDING STUDENTS ON PART-TIME BASIS (CHARGED PER MODULE)

Module fees can be paid in full prior to commencement of the module or in 3 equal instalments, the first instalment due in the first month after commencement of the module.

SELF-FUNDING STUDENTS (INTERNATIONAL)

Students paying the overseas fee must pay the full amount prior to Matriculation or make arrangements to pay by equal monthly instalments. 

The University’s on-line payment facility is currently being re-developed to offer instalment payments in addition to single payments.
