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3 Year Honours Degrees
The University of Dundee is offering well-qualified students with good A-Level results the opportunity to complete an Honours degree in Scotland in only 3 years in the majority of our degree programmes.

Background
Traditionally, students from England, Wales and Northern Ireland have come to Scotland and followed our 4 year Honours degree programmes.  This option is still open, but with good A-Level results you could do your Honours degree in three years – the same as English universities.

How it works
Eligible students will apply for the 3 Year Honours degree and will be offered a place on the basis of their good A-Level results.  Students will start their degree by entering directly into Level 2.
For comparison, students following a degree programme in England, Wales or Northern Ireland will enter into Level 1, study for 3 years and graduate with an Honours degree after completing Level 3.

Students following a 3 Year Honours degree in Dundee will enter into Level 2, study for 3 years and graduate with an Honours degree after completing Level 4.

No top-up fees
The introduction of top-up fees in England and Northern Ireland has changed the way we look at financing our future studies.  The Scottish Executive has decided not to introduce top-up fees at Scottish universities and students choosing to study here who come from the rest of the UK will pay around £1,700 per year (£2,700 per year for Medicine).
How the numbers add up
Financially, it makes sense.  Look at these tuition fee comparisons…

To study at a university in England, Wales or Northern Ireland will cost £3,000 each year for 3 years.  This makes a total of £9,000 for the cost of your degree.
To study at a university in Scotland
will cost £1,700 each year for 3 years.  This makes a total of £5,100 for the cost of your degree.
Combined with the fact that living costs in Scotland are generally lower than in the major cities in England it’s definitely something worth considering.

Chancellor’s Scholarship
We also have 30 Chancellor’s Scholarships of £1,000 per year for each year of your three year Honours degree available to eligible students to apply for.
